
WHAT IS A CNG VEHICLE?

It’s a natural gas vehicle (NGV) powered by compressed natural 
gas (CNG), a clean, affordable gasoline alternative. CNG is 
often used to fuel high-volume, return-to-base fleets. Many 
corporations, governmental agencies and other institutions 
benefit greatly by incorporating CNG vehicles into their fleet 
plans.

KEY BENEFITS:

•  �NGVs use the same combustion engines as gasoline/diesel.

•  �NGVs reduce emissions up to 90% over diesel and gasoline 
and emit 20-29% less CO² than diesel and gasoline.

•  �Heavy-duty NGVs have an 80-90% lower decibel level than 
comparable diesel vehicles.

•  �Qualify for high-occupancy vehicle (HOV) lane access, 
where applicable.

ILLINOIS ALTERNATE FUELS REBATE PROGRAM

The Illinois Alternate Fuels Rebate Program provides a rebate for 
80%, up to $4,000, of the incremental cost of purchasing an NGV or 
converting a conventional vehicle using a federally certified conversion 
company. Rebates are part of the Illinois Green Fleets Program and are 
available to all qualified Illinois residents, businesses, government units 
(except federal government), and organizations located in Illinois. For 
more information, go to: illinoisgreenfleets.org/fuels/index.html 
or call Illinois EPA at 217.557.1441 between 8:30 a.m. and 5 p.m. 

ADDITIONAL / CONVERSION COST

•  �New passenger cars typically have an additional cost of 
$5,000 – $7,000. This cost rises with larger vehicles.

•  �Conversion of a gasoline vehicle to natural gas can range from 
$6,500 – $18,000 and largely depends on the size of tank  
being installed.

•  �Vehicle payback depends on miles driven per year.

HOME REFUELING

•  �Home refueling units typically can be installed using an existing gas 
service line.

•  �The cost of an NGV refueling appliance starts at $6,000 (installed).
